e Score at least a Level 3 in each assessment

e Certificate levels are bronze, silver, gold, and platinum

e Certificate level is determined by the lowest score earned
across all three assessments (e.g., if you have one silver and
two golds in the individual assessments, you will earn a silver
certificate)
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
